FINDINGS OF FACT

During the time period from January 26, 2004 through February 28, 2004,
the Respondent fell below the minimum standard of care by falling to
make, maintain, and keep adequate dental records on patient R.C.
Specifically, the record does not include: Board nofification that a patient's
admission to a hospital may have resulted from receiving dental services
from the reporting dentist; a written informed consent signed by the
natient covering all treatment provided:; or a treatment plan with
racommendation and treatment options signed by the patfient.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Texas State Board of Dental Examiners has authority and jurisdiction
over this case pursuant to Tex. Occ. Code § 251.001 et seq. and 22 Tex.

Admin. Code § 101 et seq.
2. The conduct described in Finding of Fact No. 1 is a violation of TEX,

DCC. CODE §283.002(a)4) and {10)¥Vemen Supp. 2008); 22 Tex,

Admin. Code §8108.6(3), 108.7 and 108.8 (December 2001).

ORDER

[T IS THEREFORE AGREED and ORDERED THAT:

1. Respondent's Texas Dental License No. 8917, issued to JUSTIN
AURBACH, DDS, is hereby issued the sanction of WARNING.

2. Respondent SHALL pay an administrative monetary fine in the amount of
one thousand five hundred dollars ($1,500.00) payable to the "Texas
tate Board of Dental Examiners” located st 333 Guadalups, Tower 3,
Suite 800, Austin, Texas. The administrative manstary fine SHALL be
paid in one (1) lump sum or In Instaliment payments, the total amount dus

no later than six (€) months from the effective date of this Order.

Respondent SHALL complete a total of nine (8) hours of Continuing
Education courses. Under this stipulation, the continuing sducation

courses SHALL be completed within six {8) months of the effective date of
this Order, Continuing Education courses completed SHALL be in the

following area(s): -

(o]

a. Communication 3kills - 6 hours
b. Risk management and Recardkeeping - 3 hours
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This continuing education SHALL be In addition to Respondent's annual
continuing education hours required for licensure by the Board.

All continuing education courses SHALL be approved in advance by the
3oard Secretary. It is the responsibility of the Respondent to obtain such
approval. Courses taken without pricr approval and prior to the effective
date of this Order SHALL NOT satisfy the requirements of this Order. The
Board Secretary SHALL have the authority to reduce the number of
continuing education days or hours based on course availability.- Upon the
successful completion of each course, the Respondent SHALL provide

completion documentation to the Board,

4, Resnondent SHALL take and pass the jurisprudence examination within
six (6) months of the effective date of this Order, The fees for the
sxamination SHALL be bome by Respondent. A jurisprudence
axamination taken prior 1o the effective date of this Order SHALL NOT

count towards satisfying this requirement.

5. Respondent SHALL abide by the Laws of the State of Texas, the Dental
Practice Act, the rules and reguiations of the Board, and any reporting
requirements imposed to ensure compliance with this Order.

By signing this Agreed Settlement Order, Respondant agrees to Its terms,
acknorviedges Respondert's understanding of it, and agrees that Respondent
will saisfactorlly comply with the mandates of this Order in a timely manner or be
subjec! to appropriate disciplinary action by the State Board of Dental

Examiners.

Respondent's signature hereon does not constitute sither admission or
denial of the allegations set forth In this Order or the underlying compiaint, and it
does not constitute admission or denial of the findings of fact and the

conclt.sions of law set forth.

Respondent, by signing this Agreed Settiement Order, waives any right to
a formal hearing and any right to judicial review of this Order. Failure to compiy
with the terms and conditions of this Order SHALL constitute a violation of this
Crder and may subject Respondent to further disciplinary action by the Board,

All of the above terms, conditions, and peanalties become sffective on the
effectiire date of this Order. The effectivs date of this Agreed Seftlement Order
shall 32 the date it is executed by the State Board of Dental Examiners.
