One-Time Visit

If you want to bring in a guest to
be a presenter or to recruit them
for your group, you can bring
them in one time. Please do not
ask for visiting relatives or friends
to visit.

They must meet a few criteria:

1)They must be over 21 yrs old,
2)They cannot be on parole or
probation

3)They must dress appropriately
4)They must be aware of what
they can and cannot bring into the
facility

5) We will need to know the rea-
son for the visit

The Volunteer Coordinator or staff

Program Coordinator must be no-
tified 5 or more working days in
advance of the date entering. We
will need:

A) the date of visit

B) which volunteer is escorting
C) which callout & unit is the visit

This staff person then asks the
approval of a Deputy Warden
electronically and forwards the
approval to the designated entry
area.

“The Omnibus Spending Bill which included an aduhtl 2.75% cut in agency budgets will require
the Department of Corrections to reduce its FY 2bGifiget by approximately $6 million,” Secretary
Werholtz said. “The North Unit at EDCF has an airaperating budget of approximately $1.2 mil-
lion and suspending operations there is one ofitsteof several steps the Department will takenteet
the most recent budget reduction.”

The EDCF-North Unit (formerly known as the El Dasadonor Camp) is a minimum security facility
with a capacity for 102 inmates. Currently, theiligchas a population of 102. Those inmates el
transferred to other facilities throughout the eotional system. At the present time, the Departme
has a total capacity for 8,099 male inmates, andlke population of 8,031. The Department is in the
process of placing inmates at several facilitieg trave resulted in the facilities being over cégac
The Department does anticipate re-opening the “Busing Unit at Winfield Correctional Facility
within the next several weeks, adding 176 bedsnioimum security male inmates.
