K.A.R. 68-20-10a is proposed for améndment. A summary of the proposed amendment
to the regulation is as follows:
K.A.R. 68-20-10a. Electronic transmission of a controlled substance prescription.
This amendment establishes that an electronic prescription created and transmitted in
conformance with 21 CFR part 1311 will be considered an original signed prescription ¢ven if it
is transmitted electronically.

description of the economic impact of the proposed amendment to K.A.R. 68-2-22.

This is an amendment that establishes that an electronic prescription created and
transmitted in conformance with 21 CFR part 1311 will be considered an priginal
signed prescription even if it is transmitted electronically.
The proposed regulation is not mandated by federal laws.

No new costs will be borne by pharmacists, pharmacy technicians, or others.

The Board is not aware of any less costly or less intrusive methods to achjeve the
stated purpose and thus none were considered.

This is not a proposed environmental regulation.




68-2-22. Electronic preseription transmission of a prescription. (a) Each

prescription drug order transmitted electronically shall be issued for a legitimate

medical purpose by a prescriber acting within the course of legitimate
professional practice.

(b) Each prescription drug order communicated by way of electronic
transmission shall meet these requirements:

(1) Be transmitted to a pharmacist in a licensed pharmacy of the patient's

choice, exactly as transmitted by the prescriber;

(2) identify the transmitter's phone number for verbal confirmation, the time

(¢

and date of transmission, and the identity of the pharmacy intended to receiv
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the transmission, as well as any other information required by federal and sta
laws and regulations;
(3) be transmitted by an authorized prescriber or the prescriber's designat
agent; and
(4) be deemed the original prescription drug order, if the order meets the
requirements of this regulation.

(c) Any prescriber may authorize an agent to communicate a prescription
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drug order orally or electronically to a pharmacist in a licensed pharmacys if{ the

identity of the transmitting agent is included in the order.
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
